I. Ken Hickman called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm. He welcomed everyone and introduced the board members.
II. Guest speakers: Ken introduced representatives from Thomas Family Tree, Joseph and Celeste Thomas. Joseph is a certified arborist. They gave a short presentation on their pruning and tree care services, presented gift bags to correctly answered questions and answered questions from the homeowners. 
III. Minutes of the May 19, 2008 annual meeting were distributed, reviewed and accepted as written.
IV. Treasurers Report: Troy Van Dinter distributed the financial reports for review and answered questions. Troy reported that the HOA was in very good condition. There is one very overdue dues account, with 5 liens on past due accounts (3 homes in foreclosure and 1 no response from homeowner). The insurance costs have decreased. 
A. Bark dust: Troy explained that funds will be allocated for bark dust application in the common green areas. One half will be done this May and the other half will be done after the new fiscal year in June. $2,000 left in reserves. 
B. Dues discount: Troy reported that the dues discount will be $100 if paid by June 30. He answered questions regarding dues from a new homeowner. 
V. Committee Reports:
A. CC&R’s:

1. Ken addressed the issue of the house paint color on E 11th Court which created quite a disturbance with other homeowners. He explained that the 1st amendment of the CC&R’s addressed paint color, however when a 2nd amendment was drafted the section on paint color was removed, therefore the Architectural Control Committee had no control of paint colors. The possibility of amending the CC&R’s to reference paint color was raised. After some discussion it was agreed that Ken would investigate this procedure. It was suggested that perhaps volunteers could go door to door with a petition to amend the CC&R’s. A statement regarding this possibility will be sent with the dues billing.
2. Violations: Ken reported that there have been several violations that have been addressed regarding yard maintenance, boats, RV’s, basketball hoops etc. 
3. It was reported that blackberry bushes are overgrowing around the water tank. Ken will notify Clark Public Utilities to clean up the area.
4. Vandalism: Ken reported the recent vandalism in the neighborhood, overturned/broken plant pots, bushes uprooted, paint on truck and disruption of neighbor’s property. He stressed the importance of not leaving vehicles in the driveway to attract crime.
5. Unwanted items left in green area: Ken reported that the common areas are not to be used for signs of any kind by homeowners or realtors, nor a place to put items with free signs on them to dispose of unwanted items.

6. Ken reported that one of the signs announcing the annual meeting was removed from E Southview Heights Drive. It was discovered that the city workers picked it up not realizing it was on private property. Ken informed Public Works Director, Jeff Sarvis who apologized. Ken reported that a new city sign ordinance is being drafted.

VI. Old Business:
A. Speeding: Ken explained that the Board of Directors is working with the city engineer, Bart Stepp to determine if traffic control devices are indicated. The city has been placing the speed sign at random times and locations to determine speeding patterns. The display remains blank but the speed is recorded. Bart is preparing a report on the findings. If traffic control devices are warranted all homeowner’s will receive a notice by mail for approval of the plan.
VII. New Business:
A.  Bark dust: Partially covered earlier. Ken added that Dave Petit will be doing the bark dust with a bid of $1,500. Other bids acquired were for $4,000 and $6,000.
B. Annual Picnic: The date for the picnic was discussed and set for Saturday July 11. The date was moved to July due to the city’s Centennial Celebration in August. 
C. Community events: Ken reviewed the upcoming events:

VIII. Comments:

A. Burning: A question was raised regarding burning on homeowner’s properties. Ken reported that there is a burn ban by the County Fire Marshall. Ken encouraged homeowners to call 911 if they observe any problems.
B. Wetlands project: Director, Jim Grimard reported on the wetlands project between Vista View Village HOA, La Center Public Works and La Center High School chaired by Barbara Vining, biologist and president of Vista View Ridge HOA. Jim is the representative from SVH HOA. The project includes clean up of the wetlands area removing noxious plants, and revitalizing the area. The city has agreed to take over by quit claim deed 2.2 acres west of the large wetlands. Jim reported that there are many species of wildlife in the wetlands benefiting from the project.
C. Sub area plan: Ken gave a brief overview of the city’s long term sub area plan meeting. The committee is seeking the public’s input regarding future development. He informed the group that the next meeting will be June 23 at the Community Center if anyone is interested.
